MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING OF THE TOWN COUNCIL OF THE TOWN OF PINETOP-LAKESIDE, ARIZONA, HELD THURSDAY, SEPTEMBER 15, 2016 AT 6:00 P.M. IN THE TOWN COUNCIL CHAMBERS.

ITEM NO. 1, PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE AND INVOCATION:

The pledge of allegiance was said, followed by an invocation by Councilmember Wessel.

ITEM NO. 2, RECOGNITION OF MATT PATTERSON FOR RECEIVING A CERTIFICATE OF TRAINING IN THE ARIZONA DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION MAINTENANCE LEADERSHIP ACADEMY:

Keith Johnson presented the certificate of training to Matt Patterson. 

ITEM NO. 3, CALL TO THE PUBLIC:

Arlene Kerr said she lives on Forest Lane in Pinetop, and she said the necessary people in this room had received all of her emails.  She said last year the Town Council denied her request for speed cushions to help with excessive traffic on Forest Lane.  She said in July 2015 during one day there were one thousand two hundred and sixty-eight cars on a one block street.  She said Forest Lane is not a connector street.  She said another count was done in July 2016, and she said the count is higher.  She said she would like the Council to reconsider the speed cushions.  She said the Town is working with ADOT, and said it would take time and Forest Lane needs help now.  She said the speeding has increased since the beginning of school this year, even worse than last year.  She said a very well-known member of the community told her a permanent solution would be best, but a temporary solution is still a solution.  She said it would be more than temporary if it causes drivers to permanently change their driving habits and take another route.  She said she talked to a very knowledgeable community member about the traffic, and she said he feels that the speed cushions at this time are the answer now until help from ADOT can be received.  She said she begs the Council to please reconsider the speed cushions.  






ITEM NO. 4, CONSENT AGENDA:

The consent agenda consisted of the Minutes of the Regular Meeting held on June 2, 2016; the Minutes of the Regular Meeting held on August 18, 2016; and Resolution No. 16-1379 approving and authorizing the execution of an Intergovernmental Agreement between the Navajo County Sheriff’s Office, and the Cities of Winslow and Holbrook and the Towns of Snowflake, Taylor and Pinetop-Lakeside, regarding Byrne Grant Funding for Fiscal Year 2016.  

COUNCILMEMBER WESSEL MOVED TO APPROVE THE CONSENT AGENDA AS PRESENTED.  COUNCILMEMBER IRWIN SECONDED THE MOTION AND IT CARRIED UNANIMOUSLY.  

ITEM NO. 5, DISCUSSION/INFORMATION/LEGAL ACTION REGARDING PRESENTATION BY KEITH JOHNSON AND COUNCIL DECISION REQUEST REGARDING RESOLUTION NO. 16-1382 DECLARING AND ADOPTING THE RESULTS OF THE PRIMARY ELECTION HELD ON AUGUST 30, 2016:

Mr. Johnson said the background summary in Resolution No. 16-1382 outlines the unofficial results of the Town of Pinetop-Lakeside’s Primary Election held on August 30, 2016.  He said this included 2 special two-year terms for Councilmembers expiring November 2018, 4 four-year terms for Councilmembers expiring November 2020 and Proposition 408, regarding direct election of the Mayor of Pinetop-Lakeside.  He said to win in the Primary Election; a candidate must receive a majority of the valid votes cast for the office of Town Council.  He said based on complete official results, the number of votes required to be declared elected is 350 for the two-year council seats and 384 for the four-year council seats.  He stated there were three candidates for the 2 two-year Council seats (Robert Bersok, Jr., Norris Dodd and Patrick Place) and six candidates for the 4 four-year Council seats (Carla R. Bowen, Kathleen Dahnk, Dana J. Heck, Jerry Smith, Jim Snitzer and Dara Vanesian).  Results show that for the 2 two-year Council seats, candidates Robert Bersok, Jr. received 416 votes, Norris Dodd received 584 votes and Patrick Place received 399 votes.  Robert Bersok, Jr. and Norris Dodd received more than the 350 votes needed and will be declared elected to the Town Council.  For the 4 four-year Council seats Carla R. Bowen, Kathleen Dahnk, Jerry Smith and Jim Snitzer each received more than the 384 votes needed and will be declared elected to the Town Council.  He said Proposition 408 asked voters to consider the direct election of the Mayor of Pinetop-Lakeside, and he said the proposition was passed, with 628 voting “yes” and 277 voting “no”.  

MAYOR SMITH MOVED TO ADOPT AND APPROVE RESOLUTION NO. 16-1382 DECLARING THE ELECTION RESULTS TO BE THE OFFICIAL CANVASS WITH ROBERT BERSOK, JR., NORRIS DODD FILLING THE 2 TWO-YEAR COUNCIL SEATS AND CARLA R. BOWEN, KATHLEEN DAHNK, JERRY SMITH AND JIM SNITZER FILLING THE 4 FOUR-YEAR COUNCIL SEATS, RESPECTIVELY, AND DECLARE THAT PROPOSITION 408 PASSED.  THE SIX COUNCILMEMEBERS WILL BE SWORN IN AT THE NOVEMBER 17, 2016 COUNCIL MEETING.  VICE MAYOR PLACE SECONDED THE MOTION AND IT CARRIED UNANIMOUSLY.  

Mr. Johnson presented Certificates of Election to Carla Bowen, Kathy Dahnk, Norris Dodd and Jim Snitzer.




ITEM NO. 6, DISCUSSION/INFORMATION/LEGAL ACTION REGARDING PRESENTATION BY MATT PATTERSON AND COUNCIL DECISION REQUEST REGARDING RESOLUTIONS NO. 16-1380 AND NO. 16-1381:

[bookmark: _GoBack]Matt Patterson said this RFP was for land appraisals for the Woodland Road project from Navajo to Settlers Lane.  He said at this time he is unable to give out information regarding the project.  He said this allows for appraising the areas needed to be acquired to accomplish the project for NACOG.  He said this part of the project is in kind, and he said the Town would have to pay for this part of the project. Mayor Smith asked if this is for deeded land needed to complete the project.  Mr. Patterson said it was.  Councilmember Wessel asked if the Town contracts with these appraisers, does it preclude them from doing any other appraisal work for other areas in Town or is this only for Woodland Road.  Mary French-Jones said currently it is for ADOT, Navajo and Settlers Lane, unless there are other projects the Town may or may not have.  She said ADOT is completing the pedestrian bridge off of Porter Mountain Road over Billy Creek, and said their services would not be needed.  

COUNCILMEMBER WESSEL MOVED TO ADOPT AND APPROVE RESOLUTION NO. 16-1380 ENTERING INTO A CONTRACT BETWEEN TOWN OF PINETOP-LAKESIDE AND LANDPRO VALUATION TO CONDUCT PRIMARY PROFESSIONAL APPRAISERS SERVICES AND AUTHORIZE THE TOWN MANAGER TO EXECUTE ALL DOCUMENTS NECESSARY AND ADOPT AND APPROVE RESOLUTION NO. 16-1381 ENTERING INTO A CONTRACT BETWEEN TOWN OF PINETOP-LAKESIDE AND SELLS AND ASSOCIATES, INC. TO CONDUCT REVIEW PROFESSIONAL APPRAISERS SERVCES AND AUTHORIZE THE TOWN MANAGER TO EXECUTE ALL DOCUMENTS NECESSARY.  COUNCILMEMBER IRWIN SECONDED THE MOTION AND IT CARRIED UNANIMOUSLY.   

ITEM NO. 7, DISCUSSION/INFORMATION/LEGAL ACTION REGARDING PRESENTATION BY DAN BARNES AND COUNCIL DECISION REQUEST REGARDING RESOLUTION NO. 16-1383 AUTHORIZING THE TOWN OF PINETOP-LAKESIDE POLICE DEPARTMENT TO PURCHASE A DUI ALCOHOL ENFORCEMENT TRUCK:

Dan Barnes said in February 2016 Council approved entering into an agreement with the Governor’s Office of Highway Safety to purchase a DUI enforcement vehicle, and he said since then he had requested quotes from two valley dealerships and two dealerships within Navajo County.  He said out of the four he received one response from Tate’s Auto in Holbrook, and he said the vehicle was ordered.  He said at this time he is requesting to purchase the vehicle at no cost to the Town.  

COUNCILMEMBER IRWIN MOVED TO ADOPT AND APPROVE RESOLUTION NO. 16-1383 TO PURCHASE ONE (1) MARKED POLICE PACKAGE TRUCK TO SUPPORT AND ENHANCE DUI/IMPAIRED DRIVING ENFOREMENT THROUGHTOUT THE TOWN OF PINETOP-LAKESIDE AT A PURCHASE PRICE NOT TO EXCEED $47,000.00 UTILIZING GOHS GRANT FUNDING.  COUNCILMEMBER PLACE SECONDED THE MOTION AND IT CARRIED UNANIMOUSLY.  

ITEM NO. 8, DISCUSSION/INFORMATION/LEGAL ACTION REGARDING PRESENTATION BY KEITH JOHNSON AND COUNCIL DECISION REQUEST REGARDING ORDINANCE NO. 16-399 AMENDING CURRENT TOWN CODE SECTION 2.12.010, “TOWN CLERK.”:

Mr. Johnson said the Town Clerk’s office is an appointed office by the Town Council, and he said this Ordinance amends the Town Code so the Town Clerk would be supervised by the Town Manager.  He said it would be a simple addition to the current Code.  He said Councilmember Wessel had requested another change to the document.  Councilmember Wessel said in Ordinance No. 16-399 the third paragraph from the top, states the Town Clerk may be provided a written employment contract approved by both the Town Clerk and Town Council.  She said this is new to the Town, and she said in the past there was not an employment contract with the Town Clerk. She said she feels the only employee with the Town that should have an employment contract is the Town Manager.  She said if the Council supports this, it would need to be done as a motion to end the sentence at “be an “at will” employee of the Town.” deleting the rest of the sentence on the Ordinance, Council Decision Request and the Town Clerk Chapter 2.12.010 Creation of Office.

COUNCILMEMBER WESSEL MOVED TO ADOPT AND APPROVE ORDINANCE NO. 16-399 AMENDING TOWN CODE SECTION 2.12.010 WITH THE AMENDMENT END THE LAST SENTENCE IN THE THIRD PARAGRAPH AT “BE AN “AT WILL” EMPLOYEE OF THE TOWN.” DELETING THE REST OF THE SENTENCE ON THE ORDINANCE, COUNCIL DECISION REQUEST AND THE TOWN CLERK CHAPTER 2.12.010 CREATION OF OFFICE.  COUNCILMEMBER IRWIN SECONDED THE MOTION AND IT PASSED 4-1 WITH VICE MAYOR PLACE OPPOSED.
