ITEM NO. 1, PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE AND INVOCATION:

The pledge of allegiance was said, followed by an invocation by Councilmember Wessel.

ITEM NO. 2, CALL TO THE PUBLIC:

There were no requests to address the Town Council at this time.

ITEM NO. 3, CONSENT AGENDA:

The consent agenda consisted of the Minutes of the Regular Meeting held on October 20, 2016.   

COUNCILMEMBER IRWIN MOVED TO APPROVE THE MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING HELD ON October 20, 2016 AS PRESENTED.  COUNCILMEMBER WESSEL SECONDED THE MOTION AND IT CARRIED UNANIMOUSLY.  

ITEM NO. 4, DISCUSSION/INFORMATION/LEGAL ACTION REGARDING COUNCIL DECISION REQUEST PRESENTED BY MATT PATTERSON REGARDING RESOLUTION NO. 16-1386 ENTERING INTO A CONTRACT FOR THE MULTI-USE COURT PROJECT NO. PR-16-003 AT MOUNTAIN MEADOW RECREATION COMPLEX:

Matt Patterson said the Mountain Meadow Multi-Use Court would have a basketball court that is eighty-eight feet by fifty-five feet and would be located on the north side of the road going into Mountain Meadow.  He said a slab would be poured before winter, and he said in the spring time lights would be installed and the grass surrounding the court would be planted. He said the Multi-Use Court would be ready to use in the spring of 2017.  He said the funding is from Fund 29 and he said it is a CIP project that the Council approved in the 2015-2016 budget.  He said the contract would be given to Committed Construction, LLC for $31,375.00.  Mayor Smith asked the amount budgeted for the project.  Mr. Patterson said $50,000.00 was budgeted for the project.  Councilmember Wessel asked if the slab would be large enough to hold the ice skating rink.  Mr. Patterson said he designed it so it would be able to hold the rink or other events on the slab.  Councilmember Irwin asked if Committed Construction was a local contractor.  Mr. Patterson said they were local.  

COUNCILMEMBER IRWIN MOVED TO APPROVE ADOPTION OF RESOLUTION 16-1386 ENTERING INTO A CONTRACT BETWEEN TOWN OF PINETOP-LAKESIDE AND COMMITTED CONSTRUCTION, LLC IN THE AMOUNT NOT EXCEED $31,375.00 AND AUTHORIZE THE TOWN MANAGER TO EXECUTE ALL DOCUMENTS NECESSARY. COUNCILMEMBER HECK SECONDED THE MOTION AND IT CARRIED UNANIMOUSLY.  

ITEM NO. 5, DISCUSSION/INFORMATION/LEGAL ACTION REGARDING COUNCIL DECISION REQUEST PRESENTED BY MATTHEW WILLIAMS REGARDING RESOLUTION NO. 16-1385 ADOPTING THE NEW TOWN PARK FEES AS PROPOSED:

Matthew Williams said he had presented the fee schedule change to the Town Council in early August 2016.  He said the proposed fee schedule had been posted for sixty days.  He said the current fee schedule was complicated and the fees were not competitive in comparison to other Towns and Cities.  He said the main reason for updating the fee schedule was to help market Pinetop-Lakeside to other communities and to promote the Town’s sports tourism events.  He said the fees were last updated ten years ago.  Mayor Smith asked if he or the Town had received any questions or complaints regarding the proposed park fees.  Mr. Williams said no.  

COUNCILMEMBER WESSEL MOVED TO APPROVE ADOPTION OF RESOLUTION NO. 16-1385 TO UPDATE THE TOWN’S EXISTING PARK FEE SCHEDULE. COUNCILMEMBER IRWIN SECONDED THE MOTION AND IT CARRIED UNANIMOUSLY.  

Mayor Smith thanked Mr. Williams for the largest and most successful Trunk or Treat event held by the Town.  He also thanked all staff involved and the Public Works Department for their help.  

ITEM NO. 6, DISCUSSION/INFORMATION/LEGAL ACTION REGARDING COUNCIL DECISION REQUEST PRESENTED BY KEVIN RODOLPH REGARDING RESOLUTION NO. 16-1387 ADOPTING AMENDED 457 PLAN AND TRUST AGREEMENT WITH SECURITY BENEFIT MANDATED BY THE INTERNAL REVENUE SERVICE:

[bookmark: _GoBack]Kevin Rodolph said Resolution No. 16-1387 would amend the Town’s Section 457 Plan.  He said the Town adopted a Security Benefit Section 457 Plan in 2005.  He said from time to time the language in the plan has to be amended and changed to be in compliance with the IRS code.  He said the only change in the new agreement is the percentage rate in loans to participants.  He said currently there are no outstanding loans, but he said the change would be prime plus two percent instead of the current rate of prime plus one percent.  He said we are adopting this change to be in compliance.     

COUNCILMEMBER IRWIN MOVED TO APPROVE THE ADOPTION OF RESOLUTION 16-1387 WHICH APPROVES ADOPTING AN AMENDED 457 PLAN AND TRUST AGREEMENT WITH SECURITY BENEFIT MANDATED BY THE INTERNAL REVENUE SERVICE (IRS); AND MAKE COVERAGE EFFECTIVE JULY 1, 2016.   COUNCILMEMBER HECK SECONDED THE MOTION AND IT CARRIED UNANIMOUSLY.  






ITEM NO. 7, DISCUSSION/INFORMATION/LEGAL ACTION REGARDING COUNCIL DECISION REQUEST PRESENTED BY KEITH JOHNSON REGARDING ORDINANCE 16-400 DECLARING THE MAYOR SHALL BE DIRECTLY ELECTED BY THE VOTERS:

Keith Johnson said he discovered Ordinance 15-388 passed on May 7, 2015, setting in motion the direct election of the Mayor.  He said the date for this to be on the ballot was November 8, 2016, and he said a correction would need to be made.  He said Ordinance 16-400 would ratify the Town Clerk’s actions.  He said it was approved by the voters on August 30, 2016.

MAYOR SMITH MOVED TO APPROVE ADOPTION OF ORDINANCE 16-400 DECLARING THAT THE MAYOR SHALL BE DIRECTLY ELECTED BY THE VOTERS. VICE MAYOR PLACE SECONDED THE MOTION AND IT CARRIED UNANIMOUSLY.  

ITEM NO. 8, CURRENT EVENTS:

Councilmember Irwin thanked Matthew Williams, Matt Patterson and the Public Works staff for installing the American flags through Lakeside.  She said they look nice and are a benefit to the community.  

Mayor Smith thanked the Public Works staff for the work done on the Veteran’s Memorial, and he said it looks very nice.  

Mayor Smith gave brief update on the For Forest Restoration Initiative.
