One of the biggest changes from Sirsi to Polaris is the way that we search
through our records. This is a much more efficient way for staff  to help
patrons do multiple things all at once, like checking out items, placing
holds, or seeing what blocks they may be affected by. As cataloger, the
new search system reduces the number of windows I need to open at a
time from at least three windows down to just one. 

FROM THE DESK OF MARK , LEAD CIRCULATION CLERK
Polaris is going to make things easier for searching for items in all
county libraries . This is a huge benefit to staff and patrons who
frequently need help in locating a title they can’t find at our library.
In Polaris we can easily run reports to improve collection
management of long overdue or lost books.
